BEING THAT THE DEFENDANT WAS CHARGED WITH:
Serious Dereliction of Duty
THE COURT HEREBY RULES AS FOLLOWS:
The case is dismissed in the favor of the Defendant.
ACCORDINGLY, in light of the Court’s above findings and opinions with all powers and rights vested in it by the Judicial Code of Practice of the said Fleet, I hereby make the following declarations
The reason the charges have been dismissed in favor of the Defendant is twofold:

1. The Prosecution failed to return the required Summons issued by the court by the deadline given, even with the extensions and the requested LOA. This alone was grounds enough for such dismissal.

2. There were no warnings entered into the IFS before the strikes. It has been pointed out that the JCP does not say that warnings need be entered therein. On consultation with my predecessor, Vadm Loren Putski (r), It was felt that as part of the strike system, the warnings were covered by the same imperative as the strikes themselves. Common sense would indicate this as well, since in the 11th fleet, strikes are placed on the player rather than the character. How is one authority to know if another authority has issued a warning for the same offense already if the warnings are not placed into the IFS?
In light of these reasons, The court imposes the following orders, to replace the orders already issued:

1. The Prosecution shall enter a correction into the IFS, rescinding the appropriate strike and replacing the strike with a warning.

2. The Prosecution shall restore all accesses, staff listings, emails, lists, etc. which are appropriate for the Defendant's rank and position.

3. The JAG Office will submit for approval a revised Judicial Code of Practice and Strike Policy, both because of the case and because of the request for the departments of the fleet to revise and update their department's Standing Orders. These shall be revised at least to explicitly state that warnings as well as strikes should also be entered into the IFS.
