BEING THAT THE DEFENDANT WAS CHARGED WITH:
Gross Professional Misconduct of an Officer.
THE COURT HEREBY RULES AS FOLLOWS:
My decision is to reduce the charge from gross professional misconduct to basic professional misconduct.  Severities of Gross normally carry 2-3 strikes, Serious 1-2 strikes, and Basic but a single strike.  Therefore the strike issued remains.
ACCORDINGLY, in light of the Court’s above findings and opinions with all powers and rights vested in it by the Judicial Code of Practice of the said Fleet, I hereby make the following declarations
The reason the charges have been upheld in favor of the Prosecution is:

1. The position of a superior officer is not to be ignored or something that can be turned off or removed without a proper resignation. All members of any organization including this fleet must be aware of whom they are speaking to and what position that person holds before they speak to them. If they wish to discuss matters of a personal nature they should convey their intentions beforehand and reach a mutual understanding with whom they are speaking to ensuring that both parties understand the consequences of what is about to be said.

2. While Pegasus Fleet does not wish to convey itself as an organization based on martinetism all members of Pegasus Fleet and especially the Admiralty are aware of Article 1 and Pegasus Fleet's stance on contravention of it. This fleet takes a serious stance on this article and this court could not in good conscience set a precedence by allowing such a contravention as this to go ignored. 
In light of these reasons, The court imposes the following orders, to replace the orders already issued:

1. The Office of the Judge Advocate General shall release a statement warning all members of the Pegasus Fleet Admiralty the consequences of divulging matters regarding the PFA in public forums such as Skype, IRC, email.

2. This court RECOMMENDS Captain Selos refrain from excessive communications with the Pegasus Fleet Commanding Officer and attempt to keep communication to business matters. This however is NOT an order as it is not the function nor jurisdiction of this court to monitor and restrict Real life communications. This is simply meant as advise from this court and if the prosecutor wishes to cut communications with the defendant they should do so on their own accord.
